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Khana is the language  primarily spoken in the hilly area  of Chamalvas situated  in District Ramban ,tehsil Banihal . The area is situated in the central Himalayas on the eastern side of the National Highway which passes through the Banihal Pass. [image: C:\Users\Javaid\Desktop\ramban 2011\DSC06554.JPG]

Chamalvas is a small village located at a distance of about 30 kilometers from Ramban district properTehsilBanihal. It is situated at a high altitude on a mountain top called Hansraj Mountain, which runs along with PirPanjal mountain range of Great Himalayas.  The main land mark in the area is a rivulet popularly called BaddaNaalah which is joined by another rivulet called Bichellary in Ramsoo area of Ramban district, whose way uphill leads to the area of Neel. On its North lie Kapran and Hallansedaar areas.

About 60 families reside in this village. Some families have a history of about 100 – 200 years of residing in this area.A chunk of khana speaking population is scattered in Neel chidous area as well which is a few kilometers away from  Chamalvas.
The District is known, not only for its rich cultural heritage and ethical values but also popular for its age-old traditions of secularism and the spirit of tolerance, which have been since times immemorial, binding the people together. Khana is the mother tongue of about 500-600 persons. The native speakers reported that they are living in this area from several generations. According to the oral tradition in this region, people of this area are descendants of people who had migrated to this place from the several other places and settled here. At present, the people have developed a unique sub-culture different in many respects from the rest of the state, as well as a unique sense of identity towards their mother tongue.
According to the local residents of district Ramban and tehsil Banihal,the Khana/speakers were given the name Khah by the Kashmiris of Banihal.As per the local knowledge  the word ‘Kha’ means ‘mountain dwellers’ and  was used by Kashmiri speakers in derogatory sense for the people of that area, which showed that khana people probably  had a lower status.  When these people used to visit the market of banihal city for various purposes, they used to get noticed by their dressing pattern and their way of talking, etc. They used to wear multi colored clothes ( i.e shirt  and trousers of two different colors and turban of differentcolor)so they were also known as du reng( bi colored) by the  Kashmiri speakers. They looked entirely different from Kashmiris who took them as backward, uncivilized and mountain dwellers speaking some different language and hence gave them the name Khah/ khanaPoguli speakers consider Kha speakers inferior to themselves. According to them, Kha speakers were originally brought there as labourers to work on their fields. Later they got settled there. 
 Some families are said to have migrated from Batmaloo area of Srinagar district to Neel and then from Neel to Chamalvas. The reasons of migration may vary from person to person but no common reason has been stated by the people.Population consists of Kashmiris and Gujjars and they have friendly relations with each other
LANGUAGE AND IDENTITY
The language spoken in this region is Khana. It is locally known as Kha. It is spoken by almost 500-600 residents and is the main medium of communication in this area. Neighbouring languages include Kashmiri, Poguli and Dogri. Khana is the main language used by the people in their homes, fields and other informal situations. Children also speak Khana in informal situations. Apart from Khana, Kashmiri and Urdu are spoken in the region, but the Urdu spoken here resembles Pahari. Hindi is also spoken to some extent. As far as the schools are concerned, Urdu and Kashmiri are used. So it can be said that these two languages are formal where as Khana is informal. In mosques and religious meetings conversations are held in Urdu /Kashmiri as the speakers of languages other than Khana can come together and exchange views. Religious hymns and songs are recited in either Kashmiri or Urdu.
Regarding their language and their identity, their elders believe that this language is their virasat i.e. their inheritance which has to be carried on by every new born child. as well. This multilingual nature can probably be attributed to their daily needs of communication with other people at their employment sites  ,etc.
The older generation seems to prefer adherence to this important cultural component whereas the younger generations do not feel that this has any importance. The reason why the older generation prefers to adhere to this cultural component is probably because of some emotional bond by which they wish to be identified.

Khana has no ancient written document or literature. Not even a single radio or TV program is broadcasted and no newspapers are printed in Khana, which means the language is not used in media. 
The language used while communicating with people outside community is determined by the language of the person concerned i.e. Kashmiri with Kashmiris, Dogri with Dogris, Urdu with people other than themselves. Even though the medium of instruction in schools is English but their proficiency in it is poor. Though these languages are also spoken with ease, Khana continues to be the widely used language. Being a miltilingual society switching from one language to other is common.

ARCHITECTURE:
The culture of a community is reflected in its style of architecture(structure of houses,artifactsused,etc.)

A Double Story House with Verandahs.
The houses of the khana community are located in a scattered manner on the slope, sometimes forming groups of not more than four. These houses are approached from the road and connected to each other by rough and steep tracks.  The slope is covered by woody shrubs and long grasswith a terrace here and there, either occupied by a house or houses, a cowshed or a patch of corn or vegetables.

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The Roof of a House.
The houses are made of timber and flat stones much larger than bricks held together by clay. The roofs are made of tin sheets supported by timber. In olden days they were roofed with straw and mud.

The houses are single or double storied structures with more than half of the length and less than half of the breadth of the lower story occupied by a verandah. 
Front of a House.
This verandah is accessed by a short flight of steps from the outside, if it is on a level higher than the ground or one simply steps into the verandah, if it is level with the ground. The interior of the house opens onto the verandah by means of a single wooden door. The door leads into a narrow hallway. Three rooms open onto this hallway, one on the right and two on the left. The right one is a sitting room. Out of the other two rooms, the one furthest from the entry is a kitchen, the floor of which is furnished with a single mat of grass.

The remaining room may be a bedroom or a sitting room.

The Drawing Room.
The upper story is accessed by a woodenstaircase and has the same number of rooms as the lower story. These are arranged in the same manner as the ones in the lower story, but all of them function as bed rooms and the hallway is reached from the opposite side by the staircase.
There are no walls or fences round the houses. The spaces in front of the houses are very small and cannot be called yards. Z             The Stairs.
Because the community lives on a mountain slope, the movement up and down the slope is sometimes made easy by series of steps made of flat stones as shown in the picture above.
ECONOMY AND OCCUPATION
 Economically speaking, people here in general belong to middle class and lower middle class. Most of the people in this region are illiterate, poverty being the main reason. The people residing here earn their living by farming and labor. Men work outside the homes while women are mostly involved in household activities. Water is supplied from a spring which is about 1km far from the village. There are no rivers found here.There is only one hospital located at a distance of 2kms from the village but it is deprived of basic facilities and is not in a good condition. It is under construction yet. In the recent past rice was also being cultivated in the area but because to scarcity of rain rice cultivation stopped. Furthermore, some fruits are also grown. Trees, which produce nuts, are also observed in the area
 A significant proportion of the community population is involved in that occupational economic activity which gives them significant income. They do not have a fixed occupation as such but people are mostly self employed like contractors, carpenters, masons, butchers, grocers, and drivers as well.

They don’t have to undergo any formal training in their respective occupations i.e. working at fields, running a shop etc. in this way these occupations become family occupations. In the broader functional framework these occupations provide the basic sources needed for human survival in the community.
Most of the people mainly subsist on labor. Agriculture is only the secondary source of subsistence. 

A Terrace of Corn.
People maintain kitchen gardens and cultivate corn on small terraces cut into the steep mountain slope. There is a dilapidated school nearby which apparently has made no difference over the years, judging by the fact thatalmost all the men who provide for their families areundereducated (below the 8th standard on an average). Women receive no education and work at home.Government jobs are, therefore, rare.
 COMMON ACTIVITIES
People spend their spare time in farming. Men and women can work together sometimes but kitchen is managed by women only. Women fetch water for the family. Winters are harsh and women have to face a lot of difficulties in fetching and boiling water by burning wood. Family occupation does not necessarily pass on from generation to generation.

It may be seen that, in the content of above mentioned sex based division of  labor  there exists a pre-determined traditional framework in which women carry out works with in the family and perform the out family activities .The above mentioned social activities of males as well as females are ideal – typical in nature. But, in practice, certain deeper and wider changes have been experienced in the community .As a result, a serious and significant , derivation from there predetermined social activities is observed in the community.

But, as far as the family issues and decision are concerned, girls/women are not given full preference to speak and to make their own decisions. Keeping in view the guest –host relationship; the interaction of the locals within them and with the outsiders is good. The locals at their own level have intimate and friendly relations and they are very hospitable with the outsiders. Visiting neighbors is not frequent but, they have developed a string of community consciousness and the degree of solidarity. At the same time, they usually show high regards to the outsiders and treat them as honorable guests and provide them all they need.
	




PEOPLE AND RELIGION
The religion of the community is Islam.TheKhana community is mostly  inhabited by the Sunni Muslims  with moderate beliefs. They follow certain  beliefs and  practices like the belief in the AlmightyAllah,finality of the Prophet Muhammad(pbuh),sacredness of Holy Quran ,praying five times a day and performing Hajj ifpossible.The basic religious practice of fasting among Muslims is normally followed by majority of the  Khana Muslims very seriously. In this practice people keep fast from dawn to dusk (rOzdaeri). So almost all the community members  the males, females and children do  fast strictly during the month of Ramazan. Such beliefs and practices shape  the social patterns of the life of community people. 
A Mosque.
The younger generation is taught to carry forward these beliefs, customs and traditions. They are always guided by their elders to remain oriented towards right path. The whole life in the community is dominated by the religion. In fact the life-pattern can be characterized as the "religious way of life". Every walk of life and every matter was viewed in terms of religion, its permission, restrictions and objections for both the sects in their own ways. In actuality Islam stands as the most-referred point (for Muslims) in the community. Thus all the community members practice the ideas and ideals of religion and avoid everything which religion has prohibited and considered undesirable and they want their children to follow them. Khana people often visit shrines to get their needs and aspirations fulfilled. For this purpose they perform the rituals like cloth fixing (dash) on the windows and doors of the shrine(s). Such rituals are performed when the need of the person is fulfilled.

 BELIEFS AND SUPERSTITIONS
The beliefs related to superstitions also exist in the community.
If a person while leaving from home is called back is considered  inauspicious
· If a person goes out in dark to the jungle or some isolated place, he/she may be possessed by evil spirits(djinns, fairies) 
· It is also believed that adults should not sit under a walnut or deodar tree with children, as these trees are possessed with evil spirits. It is believed that their superstitions are in fact scientific in nature. It is said that both walnut trees as well as deodars release carbon dioxide instead of oxygen and hence growing children are especially dissuaded from playing under these trees. Children are also told that it is not safe to go near springs and other water sources. Some people claimed that the superstition comes from the fact that snakes are often found near springs in hot weather as they are cold blooded creatures and need to cool down near springs and other water bodies.

The presence of superstition is revealed by the fact that they hang some ugly thing (such as an old mangy shoe, a broken pot etc.) at one of the outside front corners under the eaves of their houses to safeguard their homes from the evil eye, as is shown above in the picture.
 PHYSICAL FEATURES AND DRESS
The  people of the Khana community are easily distinguishable from the rest of the Kashmiri urban population, but resemble with the rural kashmiri people in terms of their dressing sense, food habits,etc.

They have a slightly  darker complexion than Kashmiri’s   and they also differ in their style of living, dressing patterns, and other facial features, etcThe slightly darker complexion may be due to the higher intensity of sunlight on the mountain slopes. Men usually wear Khandresses and sadir(waist coat) with turban and most of them have long beard (Muslims). with the changing time and impact of modernization the younger generation has adopted the modern dressing pattern, i.e pant-shirt, etc.(only males).Females still follow the same old dressing patternof salwaar suit with their heads usually covered and nose pierced ,usually in elder women.

FAMILY SETUP
In the study of social interactions one of the most important aspects is family type. Family type controls various types of social interactions of an individual e.g. it is observed that the out of community marriages are mostly done by nuclear families as compared to joint families. The children brought up in joint families speak Khana more fluently as compared to children brought up in nuclear families.
It is found that the main structure of family in the community is of two types. 
A joint family system is preferred over nuclear family. Elders of the family are respected. Males and females are given equal rights. Mothers raise children as the males of the family are usually engrossed in earning bread and butter for the family.
Majority of the households have nuclear family structure where in two generations of parents and their un-married children live together. The increasing number of nuclear structure of families is one of the major causes of their children not learning ‘Khana’ language .On the other hand, minority of households have joint family structure wherein three or more than three generations (i.e. .was observed that the number of ‘Khana’ speaking children is greater in joint families as compared to nuclear families.
