· NASALISATION
Those sounds which are produced with resonance through the nose are known as nasal sounds. The velum is lowered in this process by which some air escapes through the nose. Nasalization is the process of addition of nasal resonance to those sounds which are not nasal in ordinary circumstance. This is part of a tree trunk hollowed out to house a /gan/ (a swarm) of wild bees. It has a circular lid on each side and a hole in the middle of its length for bees to get in and out. It is hung anywhere on the outside of a house, except the front side. This shows that the people of the community possess the knowledge of bee rearing (apiculture). 


/tshaenpu:/

This is used to churn milk. It is made, apparently, from a part of a stem of some plant, the branches of which-- which grow in whorls—are hacked off except on one side, where they are cut at a distance of about six inches from the stem; the parts of branches still attached to the stem are then turned back on the stem and tied to it.

This is a wicker hoop attached to a wall with a length of rope; it is used to keep /tshaenpu:/ in position while churning  milk.

A roughly barrel shaped, round bottomed wicker basket with a semi-circular handle. It is used to store dry food material like bread and spices. It is usually hung from the ceiling of the kitchen to keep the food material inside it away from the reach of rodents and insects.

An earthen stove( a chula) with an opening in front for fuel (usually dry twigs which people gather from their land)  and two more openings at the top, each of which is equipped with three equal-sized bulges equidistant from each other to support a vessel. It is built in an opening at the base of a chimney. The chimney is called as /d̪amku:t/ in the language under investigation.
