	· Here the investigator will collect parts of tree and plants. While collecting parts of tree, it must be remembered that in many languages (TB), parts of tree such as branch, root etc are inalienable i.e. a pronominal or genitive marker is prefixed before the root word, e.g. məra (POSSESIVE + ROOT) in Manipuri meaning ‘its root or his root’. Whereas in languages such as Bengali no genitive marker is required, e.g. shakha in meaning ‘branch’.
· It also should include parts of fruits and vegetables such as its layers, fibres etc.
