· In many languages such as of TB language or The Great Andamanese, animal body part is inalienable i.e. a pronominal or genitive marker is prefixed before the root, e,g. pəmi (POSSESIVE + ROOT) in Liangmai meaning ‘its tail or his tail’. Whereas in languages such as Telugu or Hindi no genitive marker is required, e.g. to:ka in Telugu meaning ‘tail’.
